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Return and Recovery - South Asia Earthquake

While the return process is coming to an end,
efforts continue to identify suitable sites for
transitional shelter for a residual population of
vulnerable and landless individuals who are not
in a position to return home at this point. At the
same time, the need to relocate a considerable
number of people away from areas where
further damage due to aftershocks and/or
landslides is expected during the upcoming
monsoon season presents a new challenge.

End of the Return Process

Seven months after the South Asia Earthquake
of 8 October 2005, more than 120,000
earthquake survivors have returned home from
relief camps of 50 tents or more. Seventy
camps have already been closed, leaving some
35,000 people living in 86 camp sites. Many
more displaced persons from smaller
spontaneous camps have also left for their
villages to rebuild their homes and plant their
Crops.

In the North West Frontier Province (NWFP),
38 camps have been closed, with over 60,000
people (90 % of the original camp population)
having returned. 22 camps currently remain
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
